


AccuTilt® Viewer Adjustment

AccuTilt viewer adjustment is a Vuzix technology that allows
you to adjust the angle of the display housing 15 degrees to
ensure optimum angle and screen clarity.

To adjust the viewing angle, grasp the viewer and tilt it up or
down.

Nose Bridge Adjust
Your video eyewear is equipped with an i} ) 71 1
adjustable nose bridge that provides a Vol

broad range of adjustment.

To adjust the nose bridge, grasp a nose ;f&; @

bridge pad between your thumb and
forefinger and bend the arm to an appropriate position. Repeat with the other
nose pad and then make minor adjustments until a comfortable position has
been achieved.

Please note the nose bridge adjustment is designed for occasional adjustment of
a single user. It is not designed for repeated bending or extreme bend angles.
These actions may weaken the bridge support wires resulting in damage.

Prescription eyeglass wearers can adjust the nose bridge to wear their video
over and in front of their glasses.

A second style of nose bridge pad is
provided  with your Vuzix AV310

Widescreen. Use whichever you find most
comfortable. Gently pull the prong on the
rear of the pad out from the wire frame to
remove a pad and the prong back in to
replace a pad. A small amount of moisture
may ease the friction of removing and inserting these prongs.

Head Strap

A head strap is provided to assist in
securing your AV310 Widescreen over
eyeglasses, when resting your head on a
pillow or when performing activities that
might cause it to shift positions.

Secure the head strap to the hooks on the
end of the stems and pull the slider where
the tether leads join to provide a
comfortable yet secure fit.
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Battery Replacement

Your AV310 Widescreen is powered by a
single AA battery. A high quality alkaline
battery, such as the one pre-installed, will
provide power for up to 7 hours of use.

Alternate AA battery types can also be Q\\>
used. A 2500mAh NiMH battery will
provide power for up to 8 hours and a
lithium battery up to 17 hours of use.

To remove or replace the battery:

e Press down on the grip area near the
top of the batter compartment cover.

e Slide the cover back and remove.

e Insert a new battery as shown.

e Slide the battery compartment cover
back in place.

Composite AV Cable for iPod
The included composite AV cable for iPod

contains a mini-USB port that enables your \
iPod to be powered externally while
connected to your iWear AV310 |
Widescreen and to sync your iPod with

your computer.

Your iPod video settings may have to be configured for TV Out to view its content
on your video eyewear.

Cleaning

Use a soft dry cloth to clean your eyewear and its optics. The provided cloth
carry pouch works well for cleaning. Do not use liquid or spray-on cleaners or
paper tissues for cleaning your video eyewear.

Troubleshooting

The video eyewear will not turn on.
* Remove and reinsert the battery, ensuring it is properly seated.
® Replace the battery with one fresh from a sealed package.

The product turns off immediately after | turn it on.
* Replace the battery.

®  Provide a video source. The iWear display will automatically turn off, to
conserve battery life, after approximately 30 seconds if no video is received.
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There is no audio in one or more earphones.

e  Ensure the earphones are fully plugged in.
Unplug the earphones and plug them back into the viewer’s temples to
ensure a good contact.

Should | remove the battery from the AV310 Widescreen if it will be
sitting unused for an extended period of time?
® Yes.

Why am | not achieving the rated battery life?

e The power profile of batteries varies by type. Name brand alkaline, NiMH, or
lithium batteries are recommended for this device. Different brands and
qualities of batteries will deliver varied levels of performance.

* Excessive time may have elapsed between when your battery was
manufactured and when it was put into service, resulting in a partially
reduced charge. Battery storage conditions will also affect a batteries
charge.

* That time may vary based upon display settings. Excessive brightness and
viewing 3D content will consume more power.

Will the Vuzix AV310 Widescreen work with an iPhone?

* Yes. When you connect the Vuzix AV310 Widescreen, your iPhone will
notify you and present you with the option to go into Airplane Mode, which
turns off the communication capability of the iPhone while it's connected.
This means that you'll avoid potential audio interference, but you'll be unable
to make or receive calls. If you choose not to enter Airplane Mode, you can
make and receive calls, but you may experience some audio interference.
